Famous women of the past: Amy Johnson

Amy Johnson was born on 1% July 1903 in Hull, a large town in the north of England. Even when she
was very young, she was different from other girls of her age. She wanted to show that women can do the
same things as men. In those days women didn’t usually go to university but she did. She went to
Sheffield University in 1923.

When she finished her degree she moved to London and worked as a secretary. She saved money
every month because she wanted to pay for flying lessons. She started to learn to fly at the London
Aeroplane Club in the winter of 1928-29. She loved flying and she was very good at it. Her hobby was her
life and she really was better than the men!

Early in 1930 she decided to fly to Australia - alone! She left from London in an old Gypsy Moth on 5"
May 1930 and arrived in Darwin on 24" May. Unfortunately, she wasn't faster than Bert Hinkler who flew
in 16 days but she was the first woman. When she got back to England all the people were very excited.

This was her first flight but there were many other places she wanted to fly to. In 1931 she flew to
Japan and then in 1932 she flew to Cape Town in South Africa. When she got married to Jim Mollison she
started flying with him. First they flew to the United States in 1933 and then to India in 1934.

She died on 5" January 1941 when her plane went into the sea. She was only 37 years old. Everyone
was very sad when they heard the news because she was a very special woman and she was so young.
